Getty Images The 2025 Masters was poised for an electric finish Sunday as a loaded leaderboard entered the final round with all eyes focused on the green jacket. The first major championship of the year was ultimately decided at Augusta National Golf Club, but it took 73 holes to do it as Rory Mcllroy emerged with his first green jacket while becoming the sixth man in history to complete the career grand slam.It took Mcllroy 11 years to win his fifth and major championship, but despite battling thorugh adversity and near agony, it was pure relief and
euphoria for the Northern Irishman, who walked off his fifth trek around the 18th this week with more hardware on his mantle.The Masters this week announced a record $21 million purse would be divided amongst the 53 players who made the cut at Augusta National. A record $4.2 million will be awarded to the 2025 champion, Mcllroy, an increase of $600,000 from what Scottie Scheffler earned when he captured his second green jacket in 2024.Take-home pay of at least $1 million goes to the top four finishers, meaning there were be some significant shots
down the stretch Sunday that were be immensely important both to the tournament outcome and players' bank accounts.For those who do not find themselves in contention to win in the latter stages of the round, the next-most important position was 12th place as finishing there or higher on the leaderboard earned players an invitation for the 90th Masters. Not only that, finishing as "low" as 12th still netted a golfer nearly half a million dollars for their participation in this tradition unlike any other. The top 50 at the 2025 Masters will all take home at least

Getty Images The 2025 Masters purse is once again the
biggest its ever been.The Masters purse has increased significantly every year over the last several years, and this latest jump is no exception. Just four years ago, in 2021, the purse was set at $11.5 million. On year later, the 2022 Masters purse increased to $15 million. Then, the 2023 Masters purse jumped yet again to a whopping total of $18 million.Last year, the purse increased yet again, adding an additional $2 million to the pot reach an eye-popping total purse of $20 million. And this year — you guessed it — the bar is being set even higher, with a total
purse of $21 million. (The Players championship remains the richest purse in golf at a total of $25 million.) This year’s Masters champion will surpass the payout received by 2024 champion, Scottie Scheffler, by an impressive $600,000, with a $4.2 million total payday. The runner-up will receive a cool $2.268 million, and third and fourth place will clear seven figures too, with a payout of $1.428 and 1.008 million, respectively.Even the players who missed the cut (of which there were 42) receive a payout of $25,000 each (an increase of $15,000 from years past)

If you win the Masters, you get rewarded — and paid — handsomely. Tiger Woods won the first-ever Masters that paid the winner more than $2 million in 2019, and he’s also the tournament’s all-time leader in money won, with $9,505,469. (Second on that list is Phil Mickelson, at $8,040,837.) But it wasn’t always this way. The first Masters in 1934 paid out $1,500 to Horton Smith, and that same sum was given to every winner up until 1943-45, when three straight Masters were canceled due to World War II. When the Masters resumed in 1946, Herman Keiser
won $2,500. Other payout milestones came in 1958, when Arnold Palmer won $11,250, which was the first time the winner’s share eclipsed $10,000. In 1961 Gary Player took home $20,000 for winning, which was the first of nine straight years of a $20,000 check for the winner. The winner’s share hit $50,000 for the first time in 1979 with Fuzzy Zoeller’s victory, and Ben Crenshaw grabbed the first six-figure paycheck in 1984, winning $108,000. The money kept growing from there. Nick Faldo won $200,000 in 1989, Bernhard Langer grabbed $306,000 in
1993, Faldo took home $450,000 in 1996, and Mark O’'Meara won the first half-million check in 1998, claiming $576,000. The next two big payout milestones came with Woods cashing in. He received the first million-dollar check (1.008 million) in 2001 and then earned the first multi-million-dollar check (2.07 million) in 2019.
