These include Cote d’Opale, Cote Des Dunes, Cote Des Flandres, Cote D’Albatre, MS Seven Sisters,
Dover Seaways, Dunkerque Seaways and Delft Seaways. On the Rosslare to Dunkirk crossing DFDS has three ships in operation - Optima Seaways, Visborg and Regina Seaways. Dover, Dunkerque and Delft Seaways Built in 2005, these UK flagged sister ships can each carry up to 1,000 passengers and 250 cars on the Channel crossing. They boast a
range of features including play areas for the kids, a duty free shop, cafe and multiple dining venues.
