When I got into high technology technology For over twenty years, my training was like psychologo, in cognitive psychology, and this was right when technology started to be used by real people who weren't engineers. What was it like to be a useful psychologist, then? There was the question of anyone © really want to understand how the technology was assembled.
And© at that time, there was almost no usability engineer, let alone UX [user experience] or UI [user interface] designers. I had a much broader type of background applied and had basically done usability tests in my work work and off in the field. People were, like, for nothing, what do you mean by you, are you going to go out and talk to people about what they're doing and how they do it? So what I was wondering when I started researching cool was what was going on in such a way that people were exclaiming, couldn't stop talking about his technology, that he
himself had become cold. cold. You researched this? I went into the field. I asked people, what were the dimensions that defined this experience, that the cool word was a geiger counter. Really? a complicated way of saying it! Well, we didn't exactly say that. We started with 60 people and asked them to put their stuff together, what they thought was cool and that had some technological component. When we talk about the results of this study, come on, look, it's co-op news because people put this together and said it. We went into their homes, every single
thing was a rhood or a vacuum cleaner; was always his handy device, his DVR, his big-screen TV; From time to time it was his car. Technological devices have always been at the top of the list. But you asked him you said there had to be a technological component. Yeah. But also © It could have been a refrigerator or a microwave. So we said, okay, show me what you do in your life during the structure of your day, and we'll look at what was really going on and we'll look for themes. When we finished, there were seven core concepts that explain the driving
problems around the user experience. The overall experience © an experience of joy to be wrenched from your loins. I don't think you own any piece of technology that makes me feel this way. You can think on your way to joy. But in fact his joy is linked to something that moved him. A little metaphysical has moved him in his soul. Speaking of his cool tools, people were going crazy. They talk about your phone the same way people talk about a dog. Well, if I had told designers t o draw for joy, it would be so desperate how to say design is cool. But the fact is ©
that human beings- whenever they forget about Yemen a development psychologist- are born with central concepts. Touching, for example, is © of our most central human motives, which we support much more. We're touching things that have never been touched before with technology. The way these core concepts work, the cool concepts, the more you touch, the © your thing. What are the cool concepts? The cool concepts are propitious. Each concept has a set of 10 sentences. I
don't want you to write the sentence, but you can write the concept. Can we maybe use an example? What is © a very cool technology today? Look, for all the really transformative technology that's going to shake the base, something has to be so transformative that it sticks a hole in human experience, and goes to the bottom of the world? Also, ©, by the way, I think many of us are not paying bills or reading, but rather playing Candy Crush. Well, the joy, the freshness, is
making your life overwhelming.
