From this perspective, a sentence is exclamatory if it ends with anexclamation mark. The exclamation mark indicates strong emotion.Myra had the baby!l can't wait to go to Grandma's house!Shut the door!Who
does he think he is!*All of those sentences have the same function: to express strong emotion. They all end with an exclamation mark.*Who does he think he is!Although this sentence is written in the form of a question, the exclamation mark indicates that the sentence's function is exclamatory. The writer or speaker is showing the strong emotion of
exasperation and isn't really expecting an answer.2. Exclamatory in Form Another way of defining exclamatory sentences is by form.Form has to do with a sentence's word arrangement.To be an exclamatory sentence in form, sentences must begin with what or how,be non-interrogative, and contain a shift in the typical word order.What a lovely day it
islWhat an amazing game we had!How beautiful the budding trees are this spring!Notice that the word order seems a bit odd and that although these sentences begin with what and how, they are not asking questions. How strange these sentences are! :)Writing TipWriting sentences that are exclamatory in form gives you a way to highlight the
complement(predicate noun, predicate adjective, ordirect object)of the sentence rather than the subject.When Little Red Riding Hood walks into her grandmother's house to find a wolf dressed up as her grandmother, she used many exclamatory sentences to show her surprise in the change of her "grandmother's" features.What big ears you
have!What big eyes you have!What large hands you have!What a terrible, big mouth you have!Notice that in all of those sentences, we're focused more on the complements (ears, eyes, hands, mouth) than the subjects (you).Typically, sentences have subjects before complements, but these sentences have the complements before the subjects.If you're
defining sentence types based on form, the following sentences would not be exclamatory.1. To represent a greater degree of emotion, exclamatory sentences may be terminated with more than one exclamation mark. Do you
remember texting your friend- My father allowed me to go on picnic! By putting an exclamation mark at the end of your statement you conveyed your level of excitement (happiness) to your friend. Now, what if you had texted- My father allowed me to go on picnic, to your friend.Does it sounds similar to the previous sentence, or does it lack
something? The latter sentence is just a Declarative Statement simply delivering a message, without any excitement or emotion; while the former reflects that the sender is happy and excited.When conversing vocally, your tone decides whether the sentence is exclamatory or not. If you walked into a restaurant and said -I need hot coffee! said in a
higher tone or raised voice it indicates your urgency; otherwise, you could have just stated I need hot coffee and waited for it to be delivered to you.We will go through few exclamatory sentences below, also identifying the emotions they represent-What have you done! Below we will go through the rules of Exclamatory Sentences-Rule 1 An Exclamatory
Sentence Never Delivers a CommandDo keep in mind that exclamatory sentences cannot give command; as only imperative sentences give command. Therefore sentences like-Get off my way! (Command)Watch out your steps! (Instruction)Do the work I gave you! (Instruction)are not Exclamatory Sentences, even though they seem to deliver emotions
of anger and frustration. Rule 2 An Exclamatory Sentence always has a subjectGiven to the situation an Exclamatory Sentence always has a subject and a predicate.Go through the following statement-What a beautiful day!Hurray, we won the match!l love you!There is a snake in the backyard!l saw my favorite movie!Oh No! He is not coming to the
party!All of the above sentences are exclamatory and have clear subjects.Some sentences at first sight do look like exclamatory sentences but they are not.Go through the below sentences-Happy Birthday!Merry Christmas!The above sentences are not exclamatory, but imperative; it is making a wish and the subject (you) is not mentioned. Therefore,
special care must be taken before deciding on whether the sentence is Exclamatory or not.Rule 3 Dont over-use the Exclamatory SentencesWhile it is ok to use more than one exclamation mark to express a strong emotion but the overuse of exclamation marks should be avoided in case of grouped statements.For Example, go through the statement
below-I was late! I hurried up! I reached on time!The above set of sentences seems a little inappropriate as the exclamation mark after every sentence makes the speaker looks like less serious. The most appropriate version of the above sentences should be-I was late. I hurried up. I reached on time!Therefore, while dealing with a set of statements,
we must avoid the over formation of Exclamatory Sentences.Exclamatory Sentences Beginning with Interrogative Clause (What/How)It must be kept in mind that even though if the exclamatory sentence begins with What/How, it is not a question and is always terminated with an Exclamation (!).Kindly go through the below examples-What a beautiful

The most commonly cited examples are from Little Red Riding Hood: What big eyes you have! How sharp your teeth are, grandma! Notice that, in all four examples above, the word order is still subject-verb
("that was," "she is," "you have," "your teeth are"). The front part of each sentence (i.e., the part starting with "what" or "how" seems out of place). This is deliberate. It is called anastrophe, which is the deliberate changing of normal word order for emphasis. Of course, the words "what" and "how" are most commonly used to ask questions (i.e., in
interrogative sentences). For example: You make the beds, you do the dishes and six months later you have to start all over again. I hate housework! (Comedian Joan Rivers) It's alive! It's alive! (Dr Frankenstein) An exclamatory sentence is often preceded by an interjection (shown in bold): Jeepers, you're actually up before lunch! (Interjections can be
followed by a comma for a mild effect.) Wow! That's amazing! (Interjections can be followed by an exclamation mark for a strong effect.) Oh! Most miserable wretch that I am! Why have I not learnt how to swim? (Alexander the Great, aka Alexander III of Macedon) Be aware that not every sentence that ends with an exclamation mark is an
exclamatory sentence. Shut the front door! (This is an imperative sentence (i.e., an order). An imperative sentence often ends with an exclamation mark to make the order more forceful. Of interest, "Shut the front door!" could be an exclamatory sentence because nowadays it is often used as a synonym for "No way!".) Where's the dog! (This is an
interrogative sentence (i.e., a question), but there is no question mark because the need to express emotion trumps the need to highlight it as a question. a list of all our grammar videos. Why Exclamatory Sentences Are Important Don't overuse exclamatory sentences. An exclamatory sentence delivers a jolt of emotion. If you add emotion to everything, you add emotion to nothing. An exclamatory sentence can be useful for emphasizing a point but only when the emphasis is achieved by expressing an
emotion. Don't put an exclamation mark at the end of a declarative sentence (a matter-of-fact statement) just to highlight its importance. Your readers will quickly start to question your writing skills and even your sincerity if you make a habit of using exclamation marks and not word choice to portray the importance of a statement. Oh, and definitely
don't use more than one exclamation mark. Five exclamation marks, the sure sign of an insane mind. (Author Terry Pratchett) Exclamatory sentences are not typically used in business writing, but they are common in informal correspondence and advertising. I can't believe it's not butter! Use exclamatory sentences sparingly, and, when you do, don't
use more than one exclamation mark. Here are some examples of other sentence types: A declarative sentence states a fact or an argument and ends with a full stop () / period (). Using a period (declarative) or an exclamation point (exclamatory) will deliver different thoughts for your readers to interpret.You can envision how each
would sound if you spoke it. In the second sentence, the exclamation would be apparent in your voice. When the same statement is written, the exclamation point transforms an otherwise humdrum remark into something with extra meaning and verve.Because of their energy, exclamatory sentences may often appear in certain types of ads and
headlines. When used properly, they can add texture and tone to daily formal writing as well.At the same time, as a writer with a sense of nuance and placement, youll want to apply some curbs on exclamatory sentences to ensure your writing remains well balanced.Exclamatory Sentences: Helpful GuidelinesKeep the following principles in mind
when using exclamatory sentences.1) You can distinguish an exclamatory sentence from an imperative one by noting again that an exclamatory sentence is a declarative statement with extra force behind
it.Imperative: Watch out for the pothole!Declarative: You should watch out for the pothole.Exclamatory: You should watch out for the pothole!Exclamatory sentences also express the sentence subject while imperative sentences omit it as understood. In the examples above, the declarative and exclamatory sentences both identify you as the subject.
The imperative version excludes the subject and begins with the verb, watch.Be aware of sentences that appear exclamatory but are not. Two examples are Merry Christmas! and Happy Birthday! The Almohads began as a religious movement to rid Islam of impurities.1147: The Wendish Crusade against the Polabian Slavs (or "Wends") in what is now northern and eastern Germany.1150: Ramon Berenguer IV, Count of Barcelona marries Petronilla, the Queen of Aragon.1151: The Treaty of Tudiln is signed by Alfonso VII of Len and
Raymond Berengar IV, Count of Barcelona, recognizing the Aragonese conquests south of the Jcar and the right to expand in and annex the Kingdom of Murcia.1153: The Treaty of Wallingford, ends the civil war between Empress Matilda and her cousin King Stephen of England fought over the English crown. Stephen acknowledges Matilda's son
Henry of Anjou as heir.1153: The First Treaty of Constance is signed between Emperor Frederick I and Pope Eugene III, by the terms of which, the emperor is to prevent any action by Manuel I Comnenus to reestablish the Byzantine Empire on Italian soil and to assist the pope against his enemies in revolt in Rome.1154: the Moroccan-born Muslim
geographer Muhammad al-Idrisi publishes his Geography.1154: On December 27, Henry II is crowned King of England at Westminster Abbey.1155: Pope Adrian IV grants overlordship of Ireland to Henry II of England in the bull Laudabiliter.1156: On June 18, the Treaty of Benevento is entered into by Pope Adrian IV and the Norman Kingdom of
Sicily. After years of turbulent relations, the popes finally settles down to peace with the Hauteville kings. The kingship of William I is recognized over all Sicily, Apulia, Calabria, Campania, and Capua. The tribute to the pope of 600 schifati agreed upon by Roger Il in 1139 at Mignano is affirmed and another 400 shift is added for the new lands.1158:
The Treaty of Sahagn ends the war between Castile and Len.The Liuhe Pagoda of Hangzhou, China, 11651161: the Song dynasty Chinese navy, employing gunpowder bombs launched from trebuchets, defeats the enormous Jin dynasty navy in the East China Sea in the Battle of Tangdao and on the Yangtze River in the Battle of Caishi.1161: Kilij Arslan
II, Sultan of Rum, makes peace with the Byzantine Empire, recognizing the emperor's primacy.1161: In the siege of Ani, troops from the Kingdom of Georgia take control over the city, only to have it sold for the second time to the Shaddadids, a Kurdish dynasty.1162: Genghis Khan, the founder of the Mongol Empire, is born as Temjin in present-day
Mongolia.1163: The Norwegian Law of Succession takes effect.11651182: Tensions and disputes between the Pagan Empire and the Kingdom of Polonnaruwa causes the Sinhalese under Parakramabahu the Great to raid Burma.1168: King Valdemar I of Denmark conquers Arkona on the Island of Rgen, the strongest pagan fortress and temple in
northern Europe.1169: Political disputes within the Pandya Empire sparks the decade-long Pandyan Civil War.1169: On May 1, the Norman invasion of Ireland begins. Richard fitzGilbert de Clare ('Strongbow') allies with the exiled Irish chief, Dermot MacMurrough, to help him recover his kingdom of Leinster.The defense of the Carroccio during the
battle of Legnano (1176) by Amos Cassioli (18321891)1170: The Treaty of Sahagn is signed by Alfonso VIII of Castile and Alfonso II of Aragon. Based on the terms of the accord, Alfonso VIII agrees to provide Alfonso II with three hostages, to be used as tribute payments owed by Ibn Mardan of Valencia and Murcia.1170: On December 29, Thomas
Becket is murdered in Canterbury Cathedral.1171: Saladin deposes the last Fatimid Caliph Al-'id and establishes the Ayyubid dynasty.1171: On November 11, Henry II of England lands in Ireland to assert his claim as Lord of Ireland.1172: The Pandyan city of Madurai is sacked by the Sinhalese army due to an attempt to drive off the rival throne
claimant, Kulasekara Pandyan.1173: Sinhalese king Parakramabahu the Great gains a decisive victory by invading the Chola Empire as an ally of the Pandyas in the Pandyan Civil War.1174: On July 12, William I of Scotland is captured by the English in the Battle of Alnwick. He accepts the feudal overlordship of the English crown and pays ceremonial
allegiance at York.1175: Hnen Shnin (Genk) founds the Jdo sh (Pure Land) sect of Buddhism.1175: The Treaty of Windsor is signed by King Henry II of England and the High King of Ireland, Ruaidr Ua Conchobair.1176: On May 29, Frederick Barbarossa's forces are defeated in the Battle of Legnano by the Lombard League which results in the
emperor's acknowledgment of the pope's sovereignty over the Papal States and Alexander acknowledging the emperor's overlordship of the imperial Church.1176: On September 17, The Battle of Myriokephalon (Myriocephalum; Turkish: Miryakefalon Sava) is fought between the Byzantine Empire and the Seljuk Turks in Phrygia. It is a serious
reversal for the Byzantine forces and will be the final, unsuccessful, effort by the Byzantines to recover the interior of Anatolia from the Seljuk Turks.1177: The Treaty or Peace of Venice is signed by the papacy and its allies, and Frederick I, Holy Roman Emperor. The Norman Kingdom of Sicily also participates in negotiations and the treaty thereby
determines the political course of all of Italy for the next several years.1178: Chinese writer Zhou Qufei, a Guangzhou customs officer, writes of an island far west in the Indian Ocean (possibly Madagascar), from where people with skin "as black as lacquer" and with frizzy hair were captured and purchased as slaves by Arab merchants.1179: The
Treaty of Cazola (Cazorla) is signed by Alfonso II of Aragon and Alfonso VIII of Castile, dividing Andalusia into separate zones of conquest for the two kingdoms, so that the work of the Reconquista would not be stymied by internecine feuding.1180: The Portuguese Navy defeats a Muslim fleet off the coast of Cape Espichel.11801185: the Genpei War
in Japan.1181: Parakramabahu the Great conducts a large-scale raid on Burma, after a ship transporting a Sinhalese princess to the Khmer Empire is attacked by Burmese naval fleets.1182: Religious reformations of Theravada Buddhism in Pagan Burma under the patronage of Narapatisithu are continued with the end of the Polonnaruwa-Pagan
War.1182: Revolt of the people of Constantinople against the Latins, whom they massacre, proclaiming Andronicus I Comnenus as co-emperor.1183: On January 25, the final Peace of Constance between Frederick Barbarossa, the pope and the Lombard towns is signed, confirming the Peace of Venice of 1177.1183: On September 24, Andronicus I
Comnenus has his nephew Alexius II Comnenus strangled.1184: On March 24, Queen Tamar, King of Georgia, accedes to the throne as sole ruler after reigning with her father, George III, for six years.1184: Diet of Pentecost organised by Emperor Frederick I in Mainz.1185: The Uprising of Asen and Peter against the Byzantine Empire leads to the
restoration of the Bulgarian Empire.1185: Andronicus I Comnenus is deposed and, on September 12, executed as a result of the Norman massacre of the Greeks of Thessalonika.1185: The cathedral school (Katedralskolan) in Lund, Sweden, is founded. The school is the oldest in northern Europe and one of the oldest in all of Europe.1185: Beginning in
this year the Kamakura shogunate deprives the emperor of Japan of political power.1186: On January 27, the future Holy Roman Emperor Henry VI marries Constance of Sicily, the heiress to the Sicilian throne.1187: On July 4, in the Battle of Hattin, Saladin defeats the king of Jerusalem.1187: In August, the Swedish royal and commercial center
Sigtuna is attacked by raiders from Karelia, Couronia, and/or Estonia.[3]1188: The Riah were introduced into the Habt and south of Tetouan by the Almohad caliph, Abu Yusuf Yaqub al-Mansur, and Jochem and Acem were introduced in Tamesna.[4]1189: On September 3, Richard I is crowned King of England at Westminster.1189: On November 11,
William IT of Sicily dies and is succeeded by his illegitimate cousin Tancred, Count of Lecce instead of Constance.11891192: The Third Crusade is an attempt by European leaders to wrest the Holy Land from Saladin.Richard I of England, or Richard the Lionheart.1190: On June 10, Emperor Frederick Barbarossa drowns in the River Salef, leaving the
Crusader army under the command of the rivals Philip II of France and Richard I of England, which ultimately leads to the dissolution of the army.1191: Holy Roman Emperor Henry VI attacked the Kingdom of Sicily from May to August but fails and withdrawn, with Empress Constance captured (released 1192).1191: On September 7, Saladin is
defeated by Richard I of England at the Battle of Arsuf.1192: In April, Isabella I begins her reign as Christian Queen of the Kingdom of Jerusalem1192: In the Battle of Jaffa, King Richard the Lionheart defeats Saladin.1192: In June, the Treaty of Ramla is signed by Saladin and Richard Lionheart. Under the terms of the agreement, Jerusalem will
remain under Muslim control. However, the city will be open to Christian pilgrims. The Latin Kingdom is reduced to a coastal strip that extends from Tyre to Jaffa.1192: Minamoto no Yoritomo is appointed Sei-i Taishgun, "barbarian-subduing great general", shgun for short, the first military dictator to bear this title.1192: Sultan Shahbuddin
Muhammad Ghori establishes the first Muslim empire in India for 14 years (11921206) by defeating Prithviraj Chauhan.1193: Nalanda, the great Indian Buddhist educational centre, is destroyed.1194: Emperor Henry VI conquers the Kingdom of Sicily.1195: On June 16, the struggle of Shamqgori. Georgian forces annihilate the army of Abu
Bagar.1198: The brethren of the Crusader hospital in Acre are raised to a military order of knights, the Teutonic Knights, formally known as the Order of the Knights of the Hospital of St. Mary of the Teutons in Jerusalem.1199: Pope Innocent III writes to Kaloyan, inviting him to unite the Bulgarian Church with the Roman Catholic Church.1200:
Construction begins on the Grand Village of the Natchez near Natchez, Mississippi. Paid soldiers are available year-round, unlike knights who
