Utflyttede narragansett og mohegan fra henholdsvis Rhode Island og Connecticut var ogsa til stede. Massachusetts Bay-kolonien ble oppkalt etter den innfgdte befolkningen,
massachusettene, hvis navn betyr «et stort fjellsted» med referanse til et lite fjell som i dag er kjent som «Blue Hill» (pa grensen til Milton og Canton, rett sgr for Boston). Massachusettene ble alle utryddet av en epidemi kort tid etter ankomsten til kaptein John Smith i 1614. Pilegrimene fra Humber-regionen i England etablerte sin bosetning ved
Plymouth i 1620, da de ankom p& Mayflower. Frem til 1691 da de ble slatt sammen, var Massachusetts Bay-kolonien og kolonien Plymouth separate kolonier. Pilegrimene ble snart fulgt av puritanere fra Themsen-regionen i England som etablerte Massachusetts Bay-kolonien. Selv om puritanerne kom til Massachusetts pa leting etter religigs frihet,
var de ikke tolerante for andre religioner enn sin egen. Folk som Anne Hutchinson, Roger Williams og Thomas Hooker forlot Massachusetts og reiste sgrover pa grunn av puritanernes manglende religigse toleranse. Williams endte opp med a grunnlegge kolonien Rhode Island og Hooker grunnla Connecticut. Kong Filips krig (1675-1676), den
blodigste indianerkrigen i den tidlige kolonitiden, inkluderte betydelige kampanjer i Pioneer Valley og Plymouth-kolonien. Det tok mange ar for koloniene i det sgrlige New England & komme seg fra krigens ettervirkninger. I mai 1686 ble Massachusetts Bay-kolonien opplgst, da Joseph Dudley ble president av New England under en kommisjon etablert
av kong Jakob II. Dudley etablerte sin autoritet senere i New Hampshire og King's Province (del av dagens Rhode Island), og beholdt denne posisjonen til Edmund Andros ankom for & bli den kongelige guverngren i New England Dominion. Dudley fortsatte som medlem av guverngr Andros sitt rad. Boston-kolonistene gjorde opprer da nyhetene om
tronbestigelsen til William og Maria ankom. Andros og hans embetsmenn ble holdt fanget pa Castle Island og sa sendt tilbake til England som fanger. Andros ble renvasket og ble guverngr i Virginia (1692-98). Betydelige guverngrer i denne perioden var Thomas Hutchinson, Francis Bernard og Thomas Gage. Gage var den siste britiske guverngren i
Massachusetts. Massachusetts var den forste kolonien som gjorde opprer mot britenes styre og satte dermed i gang den amerikanske revolusjon. 9. februar 1775 erkleerte det britiske parlamentet Massachusetts for & veere i opprer og sendte tropper for & gjenopprette orden i kolonien. 5. mars 1770 ble afro-amerikaneren Crispus Attucks fra
Framingham drept (sammen med fire andre amerikanske kolonister) i en hendelse som ble kjent som Boston-massakren. Attucks er ofte regnet som det farste omkomne i den amerikanske revolusjonen. Flere tidlige revolusjonsslag fant sted i Massachusetts, inkludert slagene ved Lexington og Concord (hvor det bergmte skuddet som ble hgrt verden
rundt ble avfyrt), slaget ved Bunker Hill og beleiringen av Boston. Boott Mills, tekstilfabrikk, nd museum i Lowell. John Hancock ble den fgrste guverngren i
Commonwealth of Massachusetts. 6. februar 1788 ble Massachusetts den sjette staten som ratifiserte Amerikas forente staters konstitusjon. 15. mars 1820 ble omradet Maine utskilt fra Massachussets som en fglge av Missouri-kompromisset og ble den 23. staten i Amerikas forente stater. I lgpet av attenhundretallet ble Massachusetts ledende i den
industrielle revolusjonen i USA. Bedrifter rundt Boston produserte tekstiler og sko og bedrifter rundt Springfield produserte verktgy og papir. [1] @konomien gikk fra & veere en hovedsakelig landbruksgkonomi til & bli en industrigkonomi, fgrst ved hjelp av vannkraft og senere dampmaskiner som forsynte bedriftene, kanaldriften og senere
jernbanedriften med energi.[2] I begynnelsen ble de nye industriarbeiderne hentet fra omliggende jordbruksstrgk, men senere besto de i stor grad av innvandrede grupper[3], forst fra Irland[4], senere ogsa fra land som Canada (Quebec), Polen[5],[6] Italia[7] osv. I arene som ledet opp til den amerikanske borgerkrigen var Massachusetts et senter for
progressive idéer og kampen for avskaffelse av slaveriet. Horace Mann gjorde Massachusetts skolesystem ti 1 en modell for hele USA.[8] Henry David Thoreau og Ralph Waldo Emerson ga store bidrag til amerikansk tekning.[9] Industrien i Massachusetts kom inn i en nedgang pa begynnelsen av nittenhundretallet da mange bedrifter flyttet ut. Pa
1920-tallet hadde konkurranse fra sgrstatene og midt-vesten sammen med den store depresjonen fort til kraftig nedgang i de tre store industrigrenene i Massachusetts: tekstil, sko og mekanisert transport.[10] Nedgangen fortsatte til siste halvdel av arhundret. Mellom 1950 og 1979 falt antallet personer i Massachusetts som var ansatt i

The American Revolution originated in Massachusetts with the first resistance
against British colonial rules. It was in Massachusetts that the colonists raised the hue and cry against taxation without representation, as exemplified by the Boston Tea Party; the activism of the Massachusetts colonists inspired others and culminated in the “shot heard round the world” at the Battles of Lexington and Concord in 1775.Massachusetts
was in the vanguard when the new country began transforming itself from an agrarian to an industrial economy. Rhode Island) and set the groundwork for the eventual industrialization and urbanization of the northeastern states. Farmers and their sons and daughters trekked to the new cities; by the mid-1870s, Massachusetts had become the first state in the Union in which more people lived in towns and cities than in rural areas.Throughout the 19th century,
Massachusetts was a leading manufacturing centre. Southern competition in the first half of the 20th century led to a massive economic decline, resulting in the closing of factories throughout the state. But World War II and the Cold War created new high-technology industries that depended on federal largesse in the form of defense spending.
Meanwhile, service activities such as finance, education, and health care expanded, helping to create a new economy with Boston as its centre. In 2004 Massachusetts became the first state to legalize same-sex marriage; the law pointed out that excluding certain citizens from a valued institution was incompatible with the principles of individual
autonomy and legal equality. Guess
the U.S. State by Its Neighbors The Massachusetts coastline is about 1,500 miles (2,400 km) in length, yet the cross-country distances are only 190 miles (310 km) from east to west and 110 miles (180 km) from north to south. The coast—whose configuration marked by numerous embayments gave rise to Massachusetts’s nickname, the Bay State—
winds from Rhode Island around Cape Cod, in and out of scenic harbours along the shore south of Boston, through Boston Harbor and up the North Shore, swinging around the painters’ paradise of Cape Ann to New Hampshire. The indented coast of Massachusetts was formed by the great glaciers that in some places covered the land with several
thousand feet of ice. When the last ice disappeared some 11,000 years ago, massive chunks of rocks were exposed along the shore. Hard, flat land stretches out beyond, becoming stony upland pastures near the central part of the state and a gently hilly country in the west. Except toward the west, the land is rocky, often sandy, and not fertile. In the
southeast, Cape Cod juts out into the ocean, forming Cape Cod Bay. This 65-mile- (105-km-) long appendage is rectangular in shape except at its easternmost point, where it hooks northward. Its offshore waters are among the most treacherous in the country. Tufts of grass spring up along the sand dunes, and gnarled jack pines and scrub oaks, some
only head high, grow in bunches. Off the southeastern coast lie the islands of Nantucket and Martha’s Vineyard, lashed by the gray Atlantic in winter but in summer alive with thousands of tourists and longtime seasonal residents. Central Massachusetts comprises rolling plains fed by innumerable streams. Beyond lie the broad and fertile Connecticut
River valley and the Berkshire Hills. The now-paved Mohawk Trail crosses the Berkshires—the Hoosac Range on the east and the Taconic Range on the west. The state’s highest point, 3,491 feet (1,064 metres), is Mount Greylock, on the Taconic side near Adams. In North Adams a natural bridge of white marble has been formed by the wind and
water, and at nearby Sutton is a short gorge that knifes through the rock, exposing some 600 million years of geologic history. The land is veined with rivers—19 main systems, the most notable of which are the Connecticut, Charles, and Merrimack.
