We also appreciated the clock and alarm features, not to mention room- and baby-monitoring functions.We tried the basic model that doesnt include the answering-machine feature, but if thats what you want, the answering-machine model costs just 6 more. Our only gripe is that the handset
charger is separate from the base station, so the whole thing takes up two power sockets. However, this does mean you can keep the phone in a convenient place, rather than having to continually return it to the base. We were also more than happy with the excellent sound quality, both in standard and speakerphone modes, making this a great phone
