引发泌尿系统疾病。因此，即便设备每日自动运行，仍需定期进行拆卸清洗。二、3天清理一次的科学性评估1.	猫咪的排泄频率与粪便量分析	根据美国猫科医师协会（AAFP）发布的数据，成年健康猫咪平均每日排便1-2次，排尿2-4次。以单只猫计算，每周产生的固体排泄物约为7-14团，液体排泄则形成相应数量的结块。若采用膨润土类猫砂，每团结块体积约15-25ml，3天累计排泄物总量可达45-
75ml。智能猫砂盆的储便仓容量多在800-1500ml之间，理论上可容纳数周排泄物。2.	微生物繁殖与气味控制的实际限制	然而，容量并非唯一考量因素。研究显示，在室温25℃条件下，猫尿中的尿素在脲酶作用下4小时内即可分解为氨气，12小时后浓度显著上升。即使储便仓具备活性炭滤网，其吸附能力有限，持续暴露于高湿环境会加速滤网饱和。实测数据显示，未更换滤网的情况下，多数智能猫砂盆
在第3天开始出现明显异味，第4天氨气浓度可达0.8ppm，接近人类嗅觉阈值（0.5ppm）。三、不同使用场景下的清理建议1.	单猫家庭的操作标准	对于仅饲养一只猫咪的家庭，若使用高吸水性豆腐砂或混合型猫砂，并配合每周更换一次滤网，每3天清空储便仓可维持基本卫生水平。但需注意，在高温高湿季节，建议缩短至每2天清理一次，以防止霉菌滋生。同时，每月至少进行一次整机拆洗，包括清洗
耙齿轨道、擦拭传感器表面及冲洗储便仓内壁。2.	多猫家庭的特殊需求	当家中饲养两只及以上猫咪时，排泄负荷呈线性增长。数据显示，双猫家庭的日均排泄量较单猫增加80%-120%。此时3天清理周期极易导致储便仓过载，增加卡耙风险。建议将清理频率调整为每48小时一次，并选择更大容量型号（≥1200ml）。此外，多猫环境中个体差异明显，部分猫咪可能因气味浓度过高而拒绝使用猫砂盆，进
而引发随地排泄行为。四、延长清洁周期的优化策略1.	猫砂类型的选择影响	实验对比表明，水晶猫砂虽吸水性强但结团性能差，易造成漏筛；而天然豆腐砂在湿度超过60%时易粉化。推荐使用复合型低尘猫砂，其外层包裹防潮膜，能有效延缓水分渗透速度，使结块更稳固，减少细砂残留。此类产品可使相同清理周期下的卫生指标提升约30%。2.	辅助设备的协同作用	加装独立空气净化器（CADR值
