If you can’t log in to the router control center even after using the correct default credentials, the only option left for you is to reset the router. Follow these steps to reset your Technicolor router: Locate the small ‘Reset’ button present in a hole at the back of your router. Press this button using a needle, pin, or another pointed object for around 15
seconds. Release the button when the indicator lights flash. The router will then turn off and then turn on itself. That’s it. You can now set it up like new using the default username and password.
