Initially launched as the Lower Certificate in English (LCE), it has undergone several transformations over the years to keep pace with evolving language teaching methodologies. The exam was first introduced in 1939, prompted by an influx of refugees into the UK from Spain and occupied Europe. The inaugural LCE exam took place on June 21,
1939, with 144 students participating. This initial version consisted of three sections: Oral, English Composition and Language, and Prescribed Texts. By 1943, a translation paper was introduced, which could be taken in up to 18 languages. Candidates from the Polish Army, RAF, Netherlands Fleet Air Arm, and Czechoslovak RAF Squadron sat for the
exam during World War II. In 1948, over 2,500 members of the Polish Resettlement Corps took the exam, while prisoners of war in Britain and occupied Europe were also offered a special version. After the war, it became one of Cambridge's most popular exams, with 4,000 candidates in 1947. The qualification underwent significant revisions in 1975,
driven by shifts towards communicative language teaching, and subsequent updates in 1984 and 1996 to better reflect modern language skills. The 1996 revision notably expanded the range of writing, listening, and speaking micro-skills assessed. However, it was not until January 2015 that another major overhaul took place, shortening the overall
exam time by 30 minutes, combining two papers into one, and reducing the number of papers from five to four. Today, B2 First remains a widely recognized benchmark for English proficiency worldwide. B2 First and B2 First for Schools are two Cambridge English Qualifications designed for school-aged learners. Both exams have the same format but
differ in topics, catering to adult and school-aged learners' interests. The exams consist of four papers, covering reading, writing, listening, and speaking skills. Candidates can choose to take some papers on a computer or paper. Since 2015, Cambridge English Scale scores replaced candidate profiles, providing a more standardized assessment. The
statement of results includes the score on each skill, overall exam score, CEFR level, and UK NQF level. B2 First targets CEFR Level B2 but provides reliable assessments at C1 and B1 levels as well.
