As	you	can	see	in	the	picture,	there	are	textured	panels	on	the	frame	that	are	pretty	much	the	classic	checkering
you'd	find	on	a	wood	stock	or	grips.	The	problem	is,	the	parts	that	actually	NEED	to	be	grippy	are	smooth	&	quite	slick.	I	have	tried	different	types	of	grip	tape	(Talon,	skate	tape,	etc.)	and	I	find	they	all	tend	to	snag	on	clothing.	I'm	also	not	a	fan	of	the	"melted"	grip	I've	seen	on	some	Glocks/M&Ps.	I'll	probably	try	some	of	the	rubberized	tape	next.	So

I	don't	know	of	anyone	actually	"checkering	"	polymer	frame	guns.	Slip	on	&	Grip	tape	are	probably	the	easiest	&	cheapest	.	Heat	stippling	or	epoxy	texture	are	the	only	type	of	texturing	I	do.	I	haven't	heard	of	anyone
checkering	polymer.	Plenty	of	folks	stipple	them,	but	I	really	don't	like	the	appearance	of	the	stippling	jobs	that	I've	seen.	YMMV.
