It also reads text messages in the background. Why you might want it: It's the only app I've tested that's
customizable, letting you assign specific apps or web bookmarks to personalized voice commands. The latest update reads all the day's events from multiple Google calendars. It also allows you to perform voice searches on multiple sources, not just the Google website. Cons: It's expensive to set up—not just because of Eva's $8.99 price tag, which is
higher than the other apps discussed here (though reasonable for a solid app), but also because of its complexity. This app is more difficult to use than any other - the first time you start it you will have to complete a 3 minute exercise. The app also offers a list of 112 different help topics. Moreover, his understanding of natural language is very
limited. "Add event to my calendar" didn't work - had to say "Create event". Instead of "Check my calendar"should have said "What's on my calendar today?" "Find Coffee Makers on Amazon" brought me to the map; I should have said "Search for coffee makers on Amazon" to start a proper search. There are many things to keep in mind when using
Eva. Before setting it up, it didn't understand basic commands like "Open Computerworld.com" - in other words, I had to pre-store all the pages I wanted to visit using a voice command. The app also asked me to change the default text-to-speech from Samsung to Google, which I didn't want. First, Google doesn't capitalize the beginning of a sentence
after a period when I'm dictating an email (me, I'm an editor, that's important to me). Bottom line: One of the beauties of Siri is that it just works. Eva can do a lot, but her natural language recognition needs improvement - remembering so many specific command phrases created with this app is more like work than help. However, if you like
customization - it's a good app for opening pre-assigned web bookmarks by voice - you can try Eva Intern for free for 28 days and then decide if you want to pay for the app. (According to the website, Eva Intern has the same features as full Eva.) If natural language skills improve, I would strongly consider purchasing. new bookmark." (The app
explains how it works and then launches your default browser. You go to the desired page, then return to Eve and give her a name.) Use the bookmark: "Open ". Conclusion While Android doesn't have the exact equivalent of Siri, there are a few ways to get some solid voice assistant functionality. Android capabilities are not
enough to control andmatches questions, but actually beats Siri by letting you open apps and websites with a direct voice command that Siri doesn't. My favorite Siri-like Android app right now is Speaktoit Assistant. It still has work to do—its calendar features don't match those of Siri, and it can't answer many questions for much more than web
searches. Also, as a beta version, it can be buggy at times. But I found that overall it was easy and fun, although patience is still required as the bugs are ironed out. For example, cannot determine your location using 3G/4G; only Wi-Fi can be used. I found Eva to be too complex for general use, although it's quite attractive as a tool for creating custom
voice commands to open specific web page tabs. It would be a much better app with better natural language understanding so users don't have to remember so many specific commands. Jeannie/Voice Actions Plus has potential, but is still not perfect in terms of voice recognition and user interface. Iris and Skyvi are currently quite limited, but it's
worth seeing how their developers work on adding features - Skyvi is an interesting option as a voice interface to Wolfram Alpha's very useful knowledge base. Other apps like Voice Search, Vlingo, and Wolfram Alpha add to your Android device's ability to respond to voice commands and requests. Who knows? Perhaps one day, all these features and
many more will be built into a future version of the Android operating system or a separate utility.
