The	Times	of	London	made	the	switch	from	the	long	to	the	short	s	with	its	issue	of	10	September	1803.	Encyclopædia	Britannica's	5th	edition,	completed	in	1817,	was	the	last	edition	to	use	the	long	s.	In	German	orthography,	long	s	was	retained	in	Fraktur	(Schwabacher)	type	as	well	as	in	standard	cursive	(Sütterlin)	well	into	the	20th	century,	until	official	use	of	that
typeface	was	abolished	in	1941.[6]
