It's	harder	to	get	to	the	parts	under	the	front	and	rear	crankcase
covers.	Since	the	covers	used	to	be	on	the	sides,	it	used	to	be	easier	to	remove	them.	Also,	since	the	timing	chain	and	cam	is	either	under	the	front	or	rear	covers	now	(depending	on	model),	they're	a	lot	harder	to	get	to	and	in	some	cases,	the	engine	has	to	be	pulled	from	the	frame	in	order	to	change	them.
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
